1) With promotion of the construction of durable, long-lasting houses
and implementation of the Act for Promotion of the Use of Wood in
Public Buildings, there is a growing interest in goho-wood.
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2) Many prefectures have supported houses built using wood, and
have established an approval system for excellent quality wood.
As one of the requirements for approval, more and more systems
verify the legality of wood and wood products in accordance with
the Forest Agency’s guidelines.
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3) With an increasing number of house builders and furniture makers
becoming conscious of environmentally-friendly eco-products, more
companies now have procurement policies requiring wood whose

legality has been verified.
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4) Although goho-wood has attracted greater attention, only a few
orders have been made for legality-verified plywood.
(JPMA has provided guidance regarding the shipment of plywood
with verified legality, regardless of the presence or absence of

requests from users.)
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1) Requests for the government
» To provide incentives for the use of goho-wood (such as wood use-points).
* To create a mechanism to progressively raise recognition by labeling goho-
wood and wood products with a common mark.
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2) Requests for log suppliers including imported logs, etc.
To promote the supply of logs whose legality has been verified regardless of
whether those logs are imported or harvested in Japan.
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3) Issues in securing credibility
Research on an appropriate and effective method to separate goho-wood from
other wood and systematization of document-management by a third-party
agent for office procedures.
